Important information regarding the route renumbering and renaming for CTtransit’s Waterbury bus routes.
Informacion importante con respecto a cambios en el nimero de las rutas para los autobuses de CTtransit en Waterbury

The Connecticut Department of Transportation is implement-
ing a new statewide route numbering system for all CTtransit
bus routes. The new system is designed to work with new tech-
nologies such as real time bus information. It will make the bus
system easier to navigate for new and current bus riders.

The new numbering system is based on the areas our routes
serve.

Bus routes that operate in the Waterbury and Central
Connecticut area will be numbered as follows:

101-199 - CTfastrak services

201-299 - Greater New Haven and
Wallingford (local)

401-499 - Waterbury and Naugatuck
Valley (local)

501-599 - New Britain and Meriden
(local)

901-999 - CTtransit express services

CHANGES TO NAMES AND NUMBERS

Some bus routes that overlap have been combined. Some
routes that “branch off” to serve more than one destination will
have a letter added after the number to make those trips easier
to identify. These letters will correspond to the location served.
For example, Routes 15 & 16 will be combined into the new
Route 416. Buses designated 416F will serve Farmcrest Dr.
while 416M buses serve Montoe Rd.

This brochure provides a list of the new routes and describes
the major route variations you will see at bus stops, on bus des-
tination signs, in printed timetables, as well as when using web
sites like Google Transit or smart phone apps like Transit.

The table on the last page of this brochure is a handy reference
for understanding the changes and will help you make the
transition quickly and easily to the new numbering system.
CTtransit Customer Service Representatives, Bus Operators and
Field Supervisors will also be available to assist you through
this transition.

Important: no changes to the bus routes or schedules are
being made at this time.

WATERBURY LOCAL ROUTES

Most local bus routes serving Waterbury will simply add a “4”in
front of their existing route numbers. For example, Route 11 is
now route 411. However, some routes are being combined or
adopting new numbers.

411 - Willow Street-Overlook (formerly Route 11)

412 - Hill Street (formerly Route 12)
413 - Cooke Street-Oakville-Fairmount (formerly
Route 13)
Routes 412 & 413 operate in combination on weeknights and
Saturday nights.

416 - North Main Street-Bucks Hill (formerly Routes
15&16)

All buses on Route 416 operate between downtown Waterbury

and Bucks Hill. Buses marked “416F" also serve Farmcrest Drive

and buses marked “416M” continue to Montoe Road. On week-

nights and Saturday nights, Route 416 buses travel the full

route, serving both Farmcrest Drive and Montoe Road.

417 - Thomaston Avenue (formerly Route T17)

418 - Long Hill Road-Berkeley (formerly Route 18)
421 - Walnut Street (formerly Route 20)

Routes 418 & 421 operate in combination on
weeknights and Saturday nights.

422 - Wolcott Street (formerly Route 22)

425 - Meriden Road-Hitchcock Lake (formerly

Route 25)
426 - East Main Street (formerly Routes 26 & 27)
428 - East Main Street-Scott Road (formerly

Route 28)
Route 426 buses that end at Fairlawn will be marked “426F";
buses that end at Meriline Avenue will be marked “426M". On
weeknights and Saturday nights, Routes 425 & 428 operate in
combination. During the day on Saturdays and all-day on Sun-
days, Routes 426 & 428 operate in combination.

Buses operating to Waterbury NEJ (formerly Route T128) will
now be marked “428X".

431 - Hamilton Avenue-East Mountain (formerly
Route 31)

432 - Sylvan Avenue-Hopeville (formerly Route 32)
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433 - Baldwin Street-Hopeville (formerly Route 33)

436 - Congress Avenue-Town Plot (formerly

Routes 35 & 36)
All buses on Route 436 operate between downtown
Waterbury and Highland Avenue. Buses marked “436B" con-
tinue on to Bradley Avenue and buses marked “436N” end at
New Haven Avenue. On weeknights, Route 436 buses travel
the full route to Bradley Avenue and serve New Haven Avenue
upon request.

441 - Highland Avenue-Town Plot (formerly Route 40)
442 - Chase Parkway (formerly Route 42)

All buses on Route 442 operate between downtown
Waterbury and Harold Leever Cancer Center. Buses that con-
tinue on to Middlebury Road and/or Judd’s Corner will be
marked “442M". On weeknights, and all-day on Saturdays &
Sundays, Routes 441 & 442 operate in

combination.

444 - Bunker Hill Avenue (formerly Route 44)
445 - Watertown Avenue (formerly Route 45)

446X - Watertown-Industrial Park (formerly Route T49)
447X - Watertown-Straits Turnpike (formerly Route T47)
Routes 446X & 447X are limited-stop services. Along West
Main Street & Watertown Avenue, 446X & 447X buses traveling
outbound from downtown Waterbury to Watertown will stop
only to pick up customers; return trips to Waterbury will stop
only to drop off customers (buses pick up and drop off at all
stops along the rest of the route).

For local bus service (making all stops) along West Main Street,
use Routes 442, 444 or 445; local service along Watertown Av-
enue is provided by Route 445.

WATERBURY REGIONAL ROUTES

Local bus routes operating between Waterbury and surround-
ing towns, or that operate entirely outside of Waterbury, will
be numbered 450 through 479. Service to New Haven will con-
tinue to be provided by the J - New Haven/Waterbury route
(future Route 229).

450X - Waterbury/Torrington (formerly Route 410)

Route 450X provides limited-stop service between Waterbury,
Thomaston & Torrington via CT-8. Connections are available in
Torrington with Route 927 — Hartford/Torrington Express and
with local bus service provided by Northwest CT Transit Dis-
trict. Route 450X picks up and drops off only at certain bus
stops along the route (see timetable for locations).

460X - Waterbury/Cheshire (formerly Route T81)
Route 460X provides limited-stop service between
Waterbury & Cheshire Industrial Park via I-84. Route 460X

makes limited-stops in Waterbury, but picks up and drops off
at all stops along the route in Cheshire.

470X - Waterbury/Naugatuck (formerly Route T74)
Route 470X provides limited-stop service between
Waterbury, Naugatuck Industrial Park & Naugatuck Green via
South Main Street. Connections are available in

Naugatuck with Routes 471, 472 & 473 (see below). Route
470X makes limited-stops in Waterbury, but picks up and
drops off at all stops along the route in Naugatuck.

471 - Rubber Avenue-Millville (formerly Route N1)

472 - New Haven Road-Straitsville (formerly Route N2)
473 - Spring Street (formerly Route N1)

Local bus service in Naugatuck is provided by Routes 471, 472
& 473. All three routes meet at the Naugatuck Green where
connections are available with Route 470X to Waterbury (see
above) and with the CTrail Waterbury Branch at the nearby
Naugatuck Railroad Station.

Route 471 serves the west side of Naugatuck, including Mount
View Shopping Plaza & Naugatuck High School.

Route 472 serves the east side of Naugatuck, including Cross-
pointe Plaza & Walmart.

Route 473 serves the north side of Naugatuck, including Mat-
tatuck Manor.

479X — Waterbury/Beacon Falls (formerly Route T114)
Route 479X provides limited-stop service between
Waterbury & Beacon Falls, including Murtha and Pine Bridge
Industrial Parks, via CT-8. Route 479X makes limited-stops in
Waterbury, but picks up and drops off at all stops along the
route in Beacon Falls.

MERIDEN BUS ROUTES

Meriden bus routes will change from letter to number desig-
nations. However, to make the transition easier for customers,
the number following the current letter designation will match
the last digit of the new route number (Route A1 is now Route
561, Route B3 is now Route 563, etc.).

At Meriden Railroad Station, connections will continue to be
available between Meriden local bus routes, the

C - New Haven/Meriden route (future Route 215), the
M-Link to Middletown, Amtrak, and the CTrail Hartford Line
(coming soon).

561 - Westfield Meriden (formerly Route A1)

Route 561 connects at Westfield Meriden with the

Route 501 — Arch Street to New Britain and the M-Link to
Middletown.
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563 - Yale Acres (formerly Route B3)
564 - South Meriden (formerly Route B4)
No transfer is required to travel between Routes 563 & 564.

565 — West Main Street (formerly Route C5)
566 — East Main Street (formerly Route C6)
No transfer is required to travel between Routes 565 & 566.

WALLINGFORD BUS ROUTES

The Wallingford Local route is being split into two separate
routes for easy identification. However, no transfer will be re-
quired to continue from one route to the other. Connections
will continue to be available at Wallingford Green with the

C — New Haven/Meriden route (future Route 215) and at
Wallingford Railroad Station with Amtrak and the CTrail Hart-
ford Line (coming soon).

291 - Center Street
Route 291 serves southeast Wallingford, including Burke
Heights, Long Hill Road & South EIm Street.

292 - North Colony Road

Route 292 serves northwest Wallingford, including Washing-
ton Street, Wallingford Plaza, Main Street and the Masonic
Home.
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El Departamento de Transporte de Connecticut esta
implementando un nuevo sistema de numeracion de rutas en
todo el estado para todas las rutas de autobus de CTtransit.

El nuevo sistema estd ideado para trabajar con nuevas
tecnologias, como informacién de autobuses en tiempo real.
Hara que el sistema de autobuses sea mas facil de entender
para pasajeros de autobus actuales y nuevos. El nuevo sistema
de numeracion esta basado en las zonas que sirven nuestras
rutas.

Las rutas de autobus que operan en la zona de Waterbury y
Central Connecticut seran numeradas como sigue:

101-199 - Servicios de CTfastrak

201-299 - Greater New Haven y Wallingford (local)
401-499 — Waterbury y Naugatuck Valley (local)
501-599 - New Britain y Meriden (local)

901-999 - Servicios exprés de CTtransit

CAMBIOS A NOMBRES Y NUMEROS

Algunas de autobus que se superponen han sido combinadas.
Algunas rutas que “se ramifican” para servir a mas de un
destino tendran una letra agregada después del niumero para
que esos viajes sean mas faciles de identificar. Estas letras se
corresponderan con la localidad servida. Por ejemplo, las Rutas
15y 16 seran combinadas en la nueva Ruta 416. Los autobuses
designados 416F servirdn Farmcrest Dr., mientras que los
autobuses 416M serviran Montoe Rd.

Este folleto provee una lista de las nuevas rutas y describe las
principales variaciones en las rutas que usted verd en las
paradas de autobus, en las sefiales de destino de los
autobuses, en horarios impresos y también al usar sitios web
como Google Transit 0 apps de smartphones como Transit.

La tabla en la Ultima pagina del folleto es una referencia util
para entender los cambios, y lo ayudara a hacer la transicion
de manera répida y facil al nuevo sistema de numeracién. Los
Representantes de Atencion al Cliente de CTtransit, los
Operadores de Autobus y los Supervisores de Campo también
estaran disponibles para ayudarlo durante esta transicion.

Importante: no se esta haciendo ningtiin cambio a las rutas
de autobus o a los horarios en este momento.

RUTAS LOCALES EN WATERBURY

La mayoria de las rutas de autobus locales que sirven
Waterbury simplemente agregaran un “4” adelante de sus
numeros de ruta existentes. Por ejemplo, la Ruta 11 es ahora la
Ruta 411. Sin embargo, algunas rutas estan siendo
combinadas o estan adoptando nuevos nimeros.

411 - Willow Street-Overlook (ex Ruta 11)

412 - Hill Street (ex Ruta 12)

413 - Cooke Street-Oakville-Fairmount (ex Ruta 13)

Las Rutas 412 y 413 operan en combinacion las noches de dias
de semana y de sabado.

416 — North Main Street-Bucks Hill (ex Rutas 15y 16)

Todos los autobuses en la Ruta 416 operan entre el centro de
Waterbury y Bucks Hill. Los autobuses marcados “416F” sirven
también Farmcrest Drive, y los autobuses marcados “416M”
contindan hacia Montoe Road. Las noches de dias de semanay
de sabado, los autobuses de la Ruta 416 viajan por la ruta
completa, sirviendo tanto Farmcrest Drive como Montoe Road.

417 - Thomaston Avenue (ex RutaT17)

418 - Long Hill Road-Berkeley (ex Ruta 18)

421 - Walnut Street (ex Ruta 20)

Las Rutas 418 y 421 operan en combinacion las noches de dias
de semana y de sabado.

422 - Wolcott Street (ex Ruta 22)
425 - Meriden Road-Hitchcock Lake (ex Ruta 25)
426 - East Main Street (ex Rutas 26 y 27)

428 - East Main Street-Scott Road (ex Ruta 28)

Los autobuses de la Ruta 426 que finalizan en Fairlawn seran
marcados “426F”; los buses que finalizan en Meriline Avenue
seran marcados “426M”. Las noches de dias de semanay de
sabado, las Rutas 425 y 428 operaran en combinacién. De dia
los sdbados, y todo el dia los domingos, las Rutas 426 y 428
operan en combinacion.

Los autobuses que operan en Waterbury NEJ (ex Ruta T128)
ahora estaran marcados "428X".

431 - Hamilton Avenue-East Mountain (ex Ruta 31)
432 - Sylvan Avenue-Hopeville (ex Ruta 32)
433 - Baldwin Street-Hopeville (ex Ruta 33)

436 — Congress Avenue-Town Plot (ex Rutas 35 y 36)

Todos los autobuses en la Ruta 436 operan entre el centro de
Waterbury y Highland Avenue. Los autobuses marcados
“436B" contintan hacia Bradley Avenue, y los autobuses
marcados “436N" finalizan en New Haven Avenue. Las noches
de dias de semana, los autobuses de la Ruta 436 viajan la ruta
completa a Bradley Avenue y sirven New Haven Avenue a
solicitud.
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441 - Highland Avenue-Town Plot (ex Ruta 40)

442 — Chase Parkway (ex Ruta 42)

Todos los autobuses en la Ruta 442 operan entre el centro de
Waterbury y Harold Leever Cancer Center. Los autobuses que
contintian hacia Middlebury Road y/o Judd’s Corner estaran
marcados “442M’. Las noches de dias de semana, y todo el dia
los sabados y domingos, las Rutas 441y 442 operan en
combinacion.

444 - Bunker Hill Avenue (ex Ruta 44)
445 — Watertown Avenue (ex Ruta 45)

446X — Watertown-Industrial Park (ex Ruta T49)

447X - Watertown-Straits Turnpike (ex Ruta T47)

Las Rutas 446X y 447X son servicios con paradas limitadas. A lo
largo de West Main Street y Watertown Avenue, los autobuses
de 446X y 447X que viajen saliendo del centro de Waterbury
hacia Watertown solo levantaran clientes; los viajes de vuelta
hacia Waterbury solo se detendran para dejar clientes (los
autobuses levantan y dejan pasajeros en todas las paradas a lo
largo del resto de la ruta).

Para el servicio de autobus local (haciendo todas las paradas) a
lo largo de West Main Street, use las Rutas 442, 444 o 445; el
servicio local a lo largo de Watertown Avenue es provisto por
la Ruta 445.

RUTAS REGIONALES EN WATERBURY

Las rutas de autobus locales que operan entre Waterbury y las
ciudades cercanas, o que operan en su totalidad afuera de
Waterbury, tendran nimeros entre 450 y 479. El servicio a New
Haven continuara siendo provisto por la ruta

J - New Haven/Waterbury (futura Ruta 229).

450X — Waterbury/Torrington (ex Ruta 410)

La Ruta 450X provee un servicio con paradas limitadas entre
Waterbury, Thomaston y Torrington por CT-8. Hay conexiones
disponibles en Torrington con la Ruta 927 — Hartford/
Torrington Express y con el servicio de autobus local provisto
por Northwest CT Transit District. La Ruta 450X levanta y deja
pasajeros solo en ciertas paradas de autobus a lo largo de la
ruta (ver los lugares en el horario).

460X — Waterbury/Cheshire (ex RutaT81)

La Ruta 460X provee un servicio con paradas limitadas entre
Waterbury y Cheshire Industrial Park por I-84. La Ruta 460X
hace paradas limitadas en Waterbury, pero levanta y deja
pasajeros en todas las paradas a lo largo de la ruta en Cheshire.

470X — Waterbury/Naugatuck (ex Ruta T74)

La Ruta 470X provee un servicio con paradas limitadas entre
Waterbury, Naugatuck Industrial Park y Naugatuck Green por
South Main Street. Hay conexiones disponibles en Naugatuck
con las Rutas 471,472 y 473 (ver abajo). La Ruta 470X hace

paradas limitadas en Waterbury, pero levanta y deja pasajeros
en todas las paradas a lo largo de la ruta en Naugatuck.

471 - Rubber Avenue-Millville (ex Ruta N1)

472 - New Haven Road-Straitsville (ex Ruta N2)

473 - Spring Street (ex Ruta N1)

El servicio de autobus local en Naugatuck es provisto por las
Rutas 471,472y 473. Las tres rutas se unen en Naugatuck
Green, donde hay conexiones disponibles con la Ruta 470X
hacia Waterbury (ver arriba) y con CTrail Waterbury Branch en
la cercana Naugatuck Railroad Station.

La Ruta 471 sirve el lado occidental de Naugatuck,
incluyendo Mount View Shopping Plaza y Naugatuck High
School.

La Ruta 472 sirve el lado oriental de Naugatuck, incluyendo
Crosspointe Plaza y Walmart.

La Ruta 473 sirve el lado norte de Naugatuck, incluyendo
Mattatuck Manor.

479X — Waterbury/Beacon Falls (ex Ruta T114)

La Ruta 479X provee un servicio de paradas limitadas entre
Waterbury y Beacon Falls, incluyendo Murtha y Pine Bridge
Industrial Parks, por CT-8. La Ruta 479X hace paradas
limitadas en Waterbury, pero levanta y deja pasajeros a lo
largo de la ruta en Beacon Falls.

RUTAS DE AUTOBUS EN MERIDEN

Las rutas de autobus de Meriden cambiaran de

designaciones de letras a nimeros. Sin embargo, para que la
transicion sea mas facil para los clientes, el nimero que sigue a
la designacién con letra actual coincidira con el ultimo digito
del nuevo nimero de ruta (La Ruta A1 es ahora Ruta 561, la
Ruta B3 es ahora Ruta 563, etc.).

En Meriden Railroad Station, las conexiones seguiran estando
disponibles entre las rutas de autobus locales de Meriden, la
nueva ruta C — New Haven/Meriden (futura Ruta 215), el
M-Link a Middletown, Amtrak, y el CTrail Hartford Line
(préximamente).

561 — Westfield Meriden (ex Ruta A1)

La Ruta 561 se conecta en Westfield Meriden con la
Ruta 501 — Arch Street a New Britain y el M-Link a
Middletown.

563 - Yale Acres (ex Ruta B3)

564 - South Meriden (ex Ruta B4)

No se requiere ninguna transferencia para viajar entre las
Rutas 563 y 564.
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565 — West Main Street (ex Ruta C5)

566 — East Main Street (ex Ruta C6)

No se requiere ninguna transferencia para viajar entre las
Rutas 565y 566.

RUTAS DE AUTOBUS EN WALLINGFORD

La ruta local de Wallingford Local esta siendo dividida en dos
rutas separadas para su facil identificacion. Sin embargo, no se
requerird ninguna transferencia de una ruta a la otra. Sequira
habiendo conexiones disponibles en Wallingford Green con la
ruta C - New Haven/Meriden (futura Ruta 215) y en
Wallingford Railroad Station con Amtrak y CTrail Hartford Line
(préximamente).

291 - Center Street
La Ruta 291 sirve el sudeste de Wallingford, incluyendo Burke
Heights, Long Hill Road y South Elm Street.

292 - North Colony Road

La Ruta 292 sirve el noroeste de Wallingford, incluyendo
Washington Street, Wallingford Plaza, Main Street y Masonic
Home.
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
